the views of the Chancelior and the advice tendered by him upon the action to be

(6) The Executive Council shall communicate through the Vice -Chancelior
to the Chancellor such action, as it proposes fo take or has been faken by it upon
the results of such inspection or inguiry.

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41, All the casual vacancies among the members other than ex-officio
members of any authority or other body of the University shall be filled, as soon as
may be convenient, by the person or body, who appoints, elects, or co-opts the

‘members whose place has become vacant and any person appointed, elected or

co-opted to a casual vacancy shall be member of such authority or body for the
recidue of the term for which the person whose place he fills would have been
member.

42. No act or proceedings of any authority or any other body of the University
shali be invalidated merely by reason of the existence of any vacancy or vacancies
among its members.

43. No suit or other legal proceedings shall lie against any officer or employee
of the University for anything which is in good faith done or intended to be done in
pursuance of any of the provisions of this Act or the Statutes or the Ordinances.

44, (1} The University shall appoint such number of employees including
academic staff as may be sanctioned by the State Government from time to time.
Theterms and conditions of service of the employees of the University shall be such
as may be prescribed by the Statutes.-

{2) The salaries and allowances payble to various categories of employee
of the University shall be such as may be determined by the State Government from
time to time. -

CHAPTER-X1
Miscellaneous and Transitional Provisions

45. (1) fany difficulty arises in giving effect to the provisions of this Act the
State Government may, by order, make such provisions not inconsistent with the

(2) No order under sub-section {1) shall be made afier the expiration of the
period of two years from the commencement of this Act.

48. (1) Notwithstanding anything contained in this Act &nd the Statutes--

{a) the first Vice Chancsllor, the first Registrar and the first Finance
Officer shall be appointed by the State Government and they shail
be governed by the terms and conditions of service spelc'rﬁed by the
Statutes : :

‘Provided that the first Vice Chancellor shali be eligible for appoint-
ment in the manner specified in the Statutes for another term;

(b} the Executive Council shall consist of not more than fifteen mem-
bers who shall be nominated by the Chancellor and they shall hold
office for a term of three years; and

{¢) the first Planning Board shail consist of not more than ten mem- _
bers who shall be nominated by the Chancellor and they shall hold
office for a term of three years.

(2) The Planning Board shall, in addition to the powsrs and functions con-
ferred on it by this Act, exercise the powers of the Academic Council until the
Academic Council is constituted under the provisions of this Act and the Statutes,
and in the exercise of such powers, the Planning Board may co-opt such members
as it may decide.
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47.(1) Every Statute, Ordinance or Regulahon made undsr this Act shall be
published in the Ofﬁc:al Gazette.

(2) Every Statutes, Ordinances or Regulations made under this Act, shall,
as soon as, may, after it is made, be placed before the State' Assembly and the
provisions of sub-section (1) of section 23-A of the Uttar Pradesh General Clauses
Act, 1904 (as applicable in the State of Uttaranchal} shall apply as they apply in
respect of rules made by the State Government under any Uttaranchal Act. If the
State Assembly agree in making any modification in the Statutes, Ordinances or
Regulations or do not agree to approve the same, as the case may be, so however,
that any such modification or annulment shall be without prejudice to the validity of
anything previcusly dons under the Statutes, Ordinances or Regulations.

(c) promote acquisition of knowledge in a rapidly developing and
changing society and to continually offer opportunity for
upgrading knowledge, training and skifis in the context or
innovations, research and discovery in all fields of human
endeavours;

(d) provide an innovative system of University level education, flex-
ible and open, in regard to method and pace of learning com-
- bination of courses, eligibility for enroliment age of entry, con-
duct of examination and operation of the pragrammes with a
view to promote leaining and encourage excellence in new
fields of knowledge;

(e) contribute to the improvement of the educational system by _

providing a non-formal channel complementary to the formal
system and encouraging transfer of credits and exchange of
teaching staff by making wide use of texts and other software
developed by the University;

{# provide education and training in the various arts, crafts and
skills of the country, raising their quality and improving their
availability to the people; :

{9) provide orarrange training of teachers required for such activi-
ties or institutions;

(h) provide suitable Post-graduate courses of study and promote
research;

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(0 provide the counselling and guidance to its students; and

{} promote national integration and the integral development of the
human personality through its policies and programmes.

The University shall strive to fulfil the above objects by a diversity of means
of distance and continuing education, and shall function in co-operation with the
existing Universities and [nstitutions of higher learning and make full use of the
fatest scientific knowledge and new educational techitology to offer a high quality of
education which matches contemporary needs.
