- Sections 5 and 6 of the Uttar l’mdesh Protection of Trees Act, 1976 provided, inter aha, that the
ctent authority may, on the application of any person entitled to fell a standing. tree or to cut, remove
ierwise dispose of a fallen tree, after making such inquiry as he thinks fit, grant permission (o do so
at the competent: 'mlhomy shall give his decision in the case of an application in respect of any tree
than a irce standing in a forest, grove or public prcmnses within nincty days from the dofe of the
t of the application, and, in the case of an application in respect of a fallen tree, within seven days
the date of receipt of the application. The general public was facing difficulty in obtaining such
ssion and consequently losing interest in plantation. Therefore, with a view to motivate the general
lic lowards plantation it was decided to amend the said Act for simplifying the proccdurc for obtammo
;lssmn 0. fell or remove trees.

Since lhc Stale chlslature was not in session and immediate lcgislative acuon was necessary
nplement the aforesaid decision, the Uttar Pradesh Protection of Trees (Amendment) Ordinance, 2001
P. Ordinance no. 5 of 2001) was promulgated by the Govemor on l"cbruary 24,2001.
