"I'he said Act though provided for the constitution of the Commission and the term of office of its
Chairman and the members but it did not provide their maximum age fimit titl when, they could hold their
respective offices. It was, therefore, decided to amend the said Act to fix the maximum age of the Chairman
and the members of the said Commission as sixty five ycars and o provide that the Chainnan, and other
members of the Commission, who have alrcady attained the age ol 65 years 2001 shall cease to hold their
office as such.

Since the State Legislature was not in session and immediate legislative measure was necessary (0
implement the aforesaid decision, the Uttar Pradesh Commission for the Minoritics (Amendment)
Ordinance, 2001 (U. P. Ordinance no. 13 of 2001) was promulgated by the Governor on June 8, 2001.
