any State Government sexvice. by making:

ssary under the proviso to article 309
of the Constitution of Iadia.

{3) The Junior Assistants continuing
in the supernumerary pests created under
sub-section (1) shall discharge such
duties ‘as are assignec te them by the
District Collector unti? they are absorbed
under sub-section (2). ’

6. {1} If any difficulty arises in
giving effegt tc the provisions of this
Act,; the Government may make such order
not inconsistent with the 'provisions of
this Act as may appear to them to be
necessary or expedient for the puZxpose
of removing the difficulty:

Provided that no such oxder shall be,

made after the expiration of two years

from the.date of commen/-ement of this Act. -
