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12B. Effect of change of name—The change in the
name of a society shall not affect any rights or obligations
of the society or render defective and legal proceeding by
or against the society; and any legal proceeding which might
have been continued or commenced by or against it by the
former name may be continued or commenced by or zgainst
it by the new name.

12C. Registration of change of names effected before
coming into force of Delhi Act 9 of 1954.—1If any sociely
registered under this Act has, before the date of the coming
into force of the Societies Registration (Delhi Amendment)
Act, 1954, intimated to the Registrar * *' the change of its
name and if the Registrar has recorded such change, the Re-
gistrar may, notwithstanding anything contained in this Act,
on an application made by the society in this behalf and
on payment of a fee as provided for in sub-section (3) of
section 12A, register the change of such name and issue a
certificate to the society under sub-section (2) of the said
section 12A. On the issue of such certificate the change
shall be deemed to be complete frem the date on which such
change was recorded by the Registrar, notwithstanding the
fact that the society had not followed the procedure prescri-
bed in sections 12 and 12A.”
