An Act to amend the Provincial Insolvency Act, 1920 (Central Act No. 5
of 1920) in its application to the [State}? of Himachal Pradesh.

BE it enacted by the Legislative Assembly of Himachal Pradesh in the
Twentieth Year of the Republic of India as follows :—

1. Short title and extent.—(1) This Act may bz called the Provincial
Insolvency (Himachal Pradesh Amendment) Act, 1969.

2. Amendment of section 60.-—After sub-section (2) of section 60 the
Provincial Insolvency Act, 1920 (Central Act No. 5 of 1920), the following
new sub-section shall be added:—

“(3) In particular and without prejudice to ths generality of sub-scc-
tion (2), when the whole orany part of the estate of an insolvent
consists of land as defincd in !fthe HimachalPradesh Tanancy and
land Reforms Act, 1972] no such land shall be temporarily alicna-
ted by the receiver; but after the othor property of the insolvent
has been roalised, the court shall preer«d in the manner provi-
ded in sub-soction (1), and the Collector shall thereupon proeced
to raisc the amount required by means of a temporary aliena-
tion in such form and for such period as may bz legally permis-
sible and as-he thinks fit ; and shall hold at the disposal of the
court all sums which may thereby coms to his hands :

Provided that such portion of the land shall b: ¢xempied from alicna-
tion as in the opinion of the Collector, having regard to the
income of the judgment-debtor from all sourc:zs :xcept such in-
come as is dependent on the will of another person, is suflici-
ent to peovide for the maintonance of the insolvent and the
members, of his family who are dependent on him, and such
portion shall b: deemed not to form part of th: cstat: under
administration.”

3. Repeal and savings.—Th: Provincial Insolvency (Punjab Ameond-
ment) Act, 1939 (3 of 1939) as in force in the arcas addcd to Himachal
Prad.sh under section § of the Punjab Re-organisation Act, 1966 (31 of 1966)
is. hereby repealed. .

Provided ghat anything done or any action takon undor the said Act
shalt be deemd to hav: been donz or taken under this Act.
