BE it enacted by the Legislative Assembly of Himachal Pradesh in the

(2) It shall be dcecmed 1o have come into force on the first day of
November, 1999.

2. Amendment of section 2.-In section 2 of the Salarics and
Allowances of Ministers (Himachal Pradesh) Act, 1971 (Act No. 3 of 1971)
(hereinafter called the principal Act),-

{a) after clause (a), the following clause shall be added, namely:-

"(aa) "licence fee" means the sum of moncy payable monthly in
accordance with the provisions of section 4 of {his Act in
respect of a furnished house allotted to a Mintster ; " ; and

(b} after clause {c), the following clause shall be added, namely:-

“(d) "salary" means the monthly salary paid to a Minister under
scetion 3 of this Act.".

3. Amendment of section 4.- In sechion 4 of the principal Act,-
(a) the word "free", wherever it occurs, shatl be deleted ; and

(b) after sub-section (2), the following sub-scction shall be added,
namely :-

"(3) Each Minister shall be liable to pay licence fee @ 10% of his
salary in respect of the furnished house allotted to him and the same shall be
recoverable monthly from his salary.".

4. Amendment of section 9-A.-In section 9-A of the principal Act, the
word "free"shall be deletcd.

An Act to consolidate and replace the Acts relating to regulating the
salaries and allowances of the Ministers and Deputy Ministers in
the State of Himacha] Pradesh,

BE it enacted by the Legislative Assembly of Hinrachal Pradesh in the
Fifty-first Year of the Republic of India, as follows:-

1. Short title.- This Act may be called the Salarics and Allowances of
Ministers (Himachal Pradesh) Act, 2000,

2. Definitions.- In this Act, unless there is anything repuenant in the
subject or context,-

"house” includes the staff quarters and other buildings

3. Salaries and allowances.- Each Minister shall be entitled to receive
a salary at the rate of four thousand rupees per mensem and an allowance for
cach day during the whole of his term as such Minister at the same rates as are
specified in clause (i1) of sub-section (1) of section 4 of the Himachal Pradesh
Legislative Assembly (Allowances and Pension of Members) Act, 1971 (8 of
1971) with respect to Members of the State Legislative Assembly.

4. Sumptuary allowance.- There shall be paid a sumptuary allowancc

6. Conveyance allowance.- (1) Each Minister shail be entitled to the
usc of a car. the expenscs on the maintenance and propulsion of which shiall be
borc by the State Government or in heu thereof to a conveyance allowance at
the f ollowing rates, namely:-

Provided that the maintenance and prapulsion expenses of the State car
in use by the Minister shail not be subject 16 the Timit of Rupecs five hundred
and three hundred per mensem respectively.

(2} A Minister may opt for the services ol a chauffeur 0n Govermment
cxpenses in lieu of conveyance allosvance provided in sub-scciion (1), if he
uses lus own molor car,

7. Free transit by railway or by air.- Each Minister during the term of
his office shall be provided with coupon books which shail entitle him and s
spouse or any other person accompanying to look alter and assist him. to travel
by first class at any time by any radlway in India as per current coaching tari(T
issucd by the Government of India, Mimslry of Railways (Railway Board):

Provided thal the agpregale distance so travelled in any financial vear
does not exceed cighty thousand kilometres:

Provided further that the Mimister and his spousc or any other person
accompanying him to icok after and assist him may travel by air conditioned
railway coach against the coupons to which he (s so enttted:

Provided further that journcy may also be performed within India by air
by the Mintster and his spouse or uny other person accompanying him to fook
after and assist him, in that cvent an amount cquivalent to the expenscs tncurred
on such joumney shall be rcimbursed to the Minster and th: amount so
reimbursed shall be adjusted against his entitiement toy travel by rail

Provided further that the aggresate amownt payabie either against the
coupons or jeurncey performed by air in a fmancial yemr- docs not exceed the
amount pavable for eighty thousand kilometres by first class railway tickel.
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Lxplanation.- For determining the aggregate distance under this section,
the distance travelled m any financial year by railway or air under scction 10-A
of the Himachal Pradesh Legislative Assembly Speaker's and Deputy Speaker's
Sataries Act, 1971 (4 of 1971, or under section & of the Himackal Pradesh
Legislative Asscmbly (Allowances and Pension of Members) Act, 1971 (8 of
1971), shall be taken into account,

8. Advance of loan for purchase of motor car.- There may be paid to
gach Minister by way of repayable advance such sum of moncy, and subject to
such conditions, as mav be detcrmined by rules made in this behall, for the
purchase of motor car, in order that he may be able to discharpe convenicntly
and efficiently the duties of his office.

9. House building advance.- There may be paid Lo a Minister by way
ol repayable advance such sum of money and subjecl to such conditions, as
may be determuned by rules made in this behalf. {or the construction of a house,
or for the purchasc of a built-up housc.

Lxplananon,.- The expression “construction of a house™ for the purpose
of this section shall include addition to, aitcration in, renovation of of repairs
of a house.

10. Free installation of telephone.- {1} Each Minister shall be entitled
to have a telephone installed at any plage within his constiluency or at s
permanent place of restdence, if such facility 15 available at such place al
normal rates and without incurring any additional cost, as may be specified by
him, and after the place of installation is so specified, the charges for first
installation of, security deposit and annual rent for, such tclephone shall be
borne by the State Governmient and all other expenses such as those relaling to.
lacal and outside calls shall he paid by the Minister:

Provided that the cxpendituwre on Iecal and outside calls tncurred by a
Minister in any month shall be reimbursed by the Govermment subject to a
maximum of four thousand rupees:

Provided turther that a Minister may continue to avail himself of the
facility of telephone provided to him for a period net cxcccding 13 davs from
the date of his ceasing to be a Minister.

(2} All expenses which are payable by a Muuster in relation to Lhe
telephorie installed under sub-scetion (1} shal! be paid by him dircetly in cash
and 1f 11 15 not so done, the same may be adusted by the Stote Govermanent
against any amount due to him from Lthe Stale Government.

11. Ministers not to draw salary or allowances as members of the
Legislative Assembly - No Minister in reccipt of a salary or allowances under
s Act, shall be entitted to reccive any sum out of {unds pravided by the
Legislative Assembly of Himachal Pradesh by way of salary or aflowances in
respect of his membership of such Assembly. '
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12. 8alary, allowances and perquisites to be exclusive of income tax.-
The salary and allowances payable to a Minister and fumished house and other
perquisites admissible to him, under this Act, shall be exclusive of income (ax
which shali be payablc by the State Goveriunent.

Explanation.- The anmount of income tax pavable by the State, would be
the first slab of Lhe income assessed for income tax, i.c., in assessing this
amount. the other sources of mecome of the Minister concerned shall not be
taken into consideration.

13. Notification in respect of appointrnent etc, of Ministers to be
cenclusive evidence thereof .- The daic on which any person became or ccased
to be a Mimister shalt be published in the Official Gazetie of the Himachai
Pradesh Govermment and any such notification shall be conclusive evidence of
the fact that he became, or ccased to be a Minister on thal date for all the
purposcs of this Acl.

14. Travelling allowanece.- The travelling and daily allowances of the
Ministers, shali be regulated jn accordance with such rules as mav be framed
or adopted by the State Government [rom time {0 time:

Provided 1hat no mileage or travelling allowanee shall be chargeable iu
respect of journeys performed in a State car.

15. Power to make vules.- {1) The Statc Government mayv, by
notification in the Official Gazetie. make rules for corrving out the purposcs of
s Act.

{2) Al rules made under ihis Act shall be faid before the Legislative
Assembly as soon as may be after they are madc.

16 . Repeal and saviugs.- (1) The Salares and Allowances of
Ministers (Himachal Pradesh) Act, 1971 (3 of 1971) and The Salancs and
Allowances ol Deputly Ministers (FHimachal Pradesh) Act, 1977 (3 of 1971) arc
hereby repealed.

(2) Notwithstanding such repeal. anything done or any action taken or
purportmg to have been done or taken (including any rules, notifications or
orders made or issued) in exercise of anv powers conferred by or mnder the said
Acts shall be deemed to have been done or taken under this Act.

1. Short title.- This Act may be called the Salaries and Allowance of
Minister (Himachal Pradesh) Amendment Act, 2001

2. Substitution of section 7.- For section 7 of the Salarics and
Allowances of Ministers (Himachal Pradesh) Act, 2000 (11 of 2000), the
following shall be substituted, namely:-

"7. Free transit by railway or by air (1) Each Minister during
the term of his office shall be entitled to travel by second class air
conditioned railway coach, at any time, by any railway in India as per
current coaching Gnff, issued by the Govemnment of india, Ministry of
Railways (Railway Board), alongwith his spousc or any person
accompanying him 10 look afier and assist him duning travel ; and shall
be entitled for the reimbursement of actual expenses so incurred on
production of tickets of such joumey performed :

Provided that the aggregate amount so ineurred on such journey, in any
financial year, shall not exceed the amount of railway tariff, payable for eighty
thousand kilometres journey performed by second class air conditioned railway
coach:

Provided further that the Minister and his sposse or any other person
accompanying him to look after and assist himm may (ravel by any air conditionad
railway coach against this rekmbursement : :

Provided further that journcy may also be performed within India by air
by the Minister and his spouse or any person accompanying him to look after and
asstst him during travel and in that cvent an amount equivalent to the expenscs
incurred on such jowrney shall be reimbursed to the Minister on production of
tickets of such journey and the amount so reimbursed shall be adjusted against his
entitiement to travel by rail: '

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Provided further that the aggregate amount payable for the journey
performed by railway or by air in a financial vear shall not exceed the amount
payable for cighty thousand kilometres journey by second class air condmoned
railway coach.

(2) Each Minister shall be entitled for an advance not excceding rupees
ten thousand on his request to undertake such joumey and the advance so paid
shall be adjusted before the closing of financial year, failing which the entire
advance shall be recovered from his salary and allowances in lump-sum.

Explanation.- For determining the aggregate amount under this section,
the amount so incurred in the same financial year on journey by railway or air
under section 10-A of the Himachal Pradesh Legislative Assembiy Speaker’s and
Depuly Speaker’s Salaries Act, 1971 or under scction 6 of the Himachal Pradesh
Legislative Asscmbly (Ailowances and Pension of Members) Act, 1571 shall be
taken into account.".
