WHEREAS it is expedient ta provide for the exclusion of the Garden
Reach area from the limits of the Corporation of Calcuua and to constitule
ihat area as a Municipality under the Bengal Municipal Act, 1884,

It is hercby enacted as follows:—

1. This Act may be called the Garden Reach Municipality Act,
1932.

2. In this Act, unless there is anything repugnant in the subject or
context,—

(1) “Garden Reach area” means the arca which farmed the
Garden Reach Municipality at the commencement of the
Calcutta Municipal Act, 1523, excluding such portions of
that area as had then been or have up to the commencement
of this Act been acquired by the Commissioners for the Port
of Calcutta for the construction of King George's Dock and
lthe works in connecction therewith;

(2) "Garden Reach Municipality” means the new Garden Reach
Municipality constituted under section 8;

(3) "FormerGarden Reach Municipality” means the Municipahty
known as the Garden Reach Municipality as it existed at the
commencement of the Calcutia Municipal Act, 1923,
