WhHereas il is expedient lo provide for certain matters relating to
evacuee property;
It is hercby cnacted as follows:—

1. (1) This Act may be called the West Bengal Evacuee Propeny
Act, 1931.

{2} It exiends to the whole of West Bengal,

(3) [tshall come inlo force immediately on the West Bengal Evacuce
Property Ordinance, 1951, ceasing 1o operate.

(4) Itshall not apply (o any propernty acquired or requisitoned by the
State Government for the purposes of the State or for any public purpose.

2. In this Act, unless there is anything repugnant in the subject or
context,—

{a) “allotment’ means the grant by the Coliector of a tlemporary
right to use and cccupy any property otherwise than by
way of [ease;

(b) “appointed day” means the 31st day of March, [951;

{cy “evacuce” means a person ordinarily resident in West Bengal
who on account of communal disturbances or the fear of
such disturbances leaves, or has after the 151h day of August,
1947, leli, West Bengal, for any piace in Pakistan and
includes the legal heirs of such person;

(d) “property” mecans immovable property;

(e} “prescribed” means prescribed by rules made under this Act;

(f) "he Collector” used in relation (o any property means—
(i} where the property is sitwvated within Calcutta as defined

in scetion 3 of the Calcuta Police Act, 1866 or within

the suburbs of Calcutta as defined by nolification under

section 1 of the Calcutta Suburban Police Act, 1866—
the Cormmissioner ol Police, Calculla, or

(g) "the Committee” means the Evacuce Property Manage-
ment Committee for West Bengal constituted under sub-
section 1) of section 11;

{h) “urban area” means Calcutia as delired in clause (11) of
section 3 of the Calcutta Municipal Act, 19232 or any place
where Lhe Bengal Municipal Act, 19324, is in force and
includes any other arca declared by the State Government
to be an urban area for the purpose of this Act, by rotification
in the Official Gazette.

3. Every property of an evacuee lying in West Bengal, other than
property in charge of the Court of Wards, is hercby declared to be evacuee

property.

4. (1) The Collector oran offtcer to whom the power of a Collector
are delegated under section 10, if he is satisfied with respect 1o any evacuee
property that such praperty is lying unoccupied, uncultivated or uncared
for, or has come to be wrongfuilly used or accupied by any person, may,
by order styled a Collector’s order, subject to any general or special orders

of the State Government,—

(a) rtake such measures as he considers necessary or cxpedient
for the purposes of protecting and preserving such property
and do such acts and incur such expenses as may be necessary
or incidental for such purposes;

(b) remove or cause to be removed, by force if necessary, any

person who is wrongfully using or occupying such property.

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(2) Where an order has been passed in respect ol any evacuce property
of an evacuee the Collecior shall report 16 the Commitiee—
(i} if belore Lthe expiry of the appoinied day, the evacuee makes
to the Collector a declaration of his inlention not to return
Lo West Bengal—as soon as may be, aller be received such
declaration;

(i) if before the expiry of the appointed day 1he evacoee does
nol make a declaration to the Coilector of his intention nol
to relurn to West Bengal—as soon as may be, after the
appointed day.

5. (1) Anevacnee who returns 1o West Bengal before the expiry of
the appoinied day may apply in writing to the Collector before the expiry
of that day—

(a) where a Caollecior's Order has been made in respect of any
ol his evacuee property and such properly is nol in the
wrengfuel use or occupation of any person—for the
cancellation ol such prder;

(b} where a Collector’s Order has been made n respect of any
of his evacuce property and such properiy is in the wrongful
use or occupalion ol any person—Tfor the cancellation of
such order and for the delivery of possesston of such property;
and

(c) where a Collector's Order has not been made in respect of
any of his evacuee property and such property is in the
wrongful use or accupation of any person—(or the delivery
ol pussession of such property.

(2) Upon an application afaresaid being made the '[Collector shall),
after making such summary inquiry as he thinks fit,—

{a) in cases coming under sub-slause (a) or (b) of sub-
section (1) cancel the Collector’s Order; and

{b) in cases coming under clause (b} or {¢) ol sub-section {1),
also cause the possession of such property to be delivered to
the evacuce and may use or cause in be used force for such
purposes, if necessary:

*(Provided that where] the Colleclor is of opinion thal the cancella-
tion ol the Collector’s Order or lhe delivery of possession would not
be feasible under sub-section {2), ke shall report the case to the
State Government and the Stale Government shall thereupon

evacuee properly the Collector's Order was made or his successors in
interest, as the case may be, the balance which remains after deducting

10. The Collector may, by general or special order, delegate all or
any of his powers, duties or funclions under this Act or the rules made
thereunder to such officer of the State Government as he thinks fit.

11. (1) The Siate Government shall, by notification in the Official
Gazette, constilute an Evacuee Properly Management Commiitee for
West Bengal.

(2) The Commiliee shall consist of a Presideni and three other
members.

(3) The President shall be an officer of the Stale Government
appointed in this behalf by the State Government [rom time to time, and
the other members shall be appointed by the State Government from
among the members of the Minornity Community.

(4) The Commitlee shall be a body corporate by the name of the
Evacuec Property Management Commitice of West Bengal and shall
have perpelual succession and a common scal and shall by the said name
sue and be sued.

12. (1) A member of the Commitlee, other than the President, may,
by writing under his hand, delivered 1o the prescribed officer of the State
Government, resign his office alier giving one month's notice of his
imention 1o resign.

(2) The State Governmenl may al any me remove any member of
the Committee on any of the following grounds, namely:—

(a) that he has been convicled of an offence which, in the opinion
of the State Government, involves moral wrpitude;

(b) that he has applicd to be adjudged or has been adjudged an
insolvent;

(c) that he, in the opinion ol the State Government, is
incompetenl, or incapable of or unfit to perform Lhe dulies
of his olfice on account ol physical or mental infirrnity;

(d) that he, in the opinion of the State Government, has been
mismanaging the properties of which the Commillee has
taken charge.

Expenscs 16. (1) The salary and allowances of the President, the allowances

(4) If there arc no such objections as aforesnid or if the Commillee,
alter proceeding in the manner aforesaid, rejects all such objeetions, the
Committee shall pass an order directing that the charge of the praperly
be taken by the Committee and thereupon such property shall vest in the
Cammittee and any Callector’s Order made in respeet of such property
shall sland cancelled.
