THE WEST BENGAL CONSOLIDATED FUND
(CHARGED EXPENDITURE) ACT, 1931.

[31st March, 1951.]

An Act to declare certain expenditure to be expenditure charged upon
the Consolidated Fund of the State.

WHEREAS il is expedient to declare the contribulions payable under
certain enactments, and the grants to be made lo certain local awhorities
by the Stale Gevernment to be expendilure charzed upon the Con-
solidated Fund of the Slale;

It is hereby enacted as follows:—

1. (1) This Act may be called the West Benga! Consolidaled Fund
{Charged Expenditure) Act, 1951,

(2} 1ushall be deemed Lo have come into force on lhe first day of
April, 1950.

2, The contribution payable by the State Government under
each enactment specified in the first column of the First Schedule
o this Act, or so much of such contribution as is speeified in the
corresponding entry in the third column of the said Schedule, is hereby
declared to he expenditure charged upon the Consolidated Fund of
the Siate.

3. (1) Inrespect of each enactment specified in the Second Schedute
to this Act, the State Government shall, in such manner, and by such
daie as it may determine, make in cach ycar from the Consolidated Fund
of the State, a grant approximately cqual, in the opinion of the State
Government, (o the net sum which, by viriue of the provisions of
clause (1) of article 266 of the Conslitution of India, is paid in that year
lo the Consolidated Fund of 1he Stale under that enaciment.

(2) All grants payable under the provisions of sub-section (1) are
hereby declared to bc expenditure charged upon the Consolidated Fund
of the State.

(3) The Stale Government may, by notification in the Offrcial Gazerie,
include in, or exclude from, the Second Schedule any appropriate
cnaciment.

(4) The relerence in sub-section (1) to the Sccond Schedule shall be
conslrued as a relerence to such Schedule as for the time being amended
under sub-section (3).
