It is hereby ennc~ed in the Twentieth Year of the Republic of India,

3. (1) The duly of carrying out [he provisions of h i s  Act shall, ! .  I 

subject to such conditions and lirnilauons as the Stale Government may, , , 

by notification in h e  Oficial Gazerre lhink EL to impose, be vested in 
n body of Commissioners to be called the Hooghly River Bridge 
Commissioners. 

(2) The Comrnissioners shall be a body corporale having perpetual 
succession and a common seal with power to acquire, hold and dispose 
of property, and to enter into any contract and shall by the said name 
sue and bc sued. 

(3) The body of Commissioners shall consist of a Chairman and 
such number of olher members as Ihe S~ale  Government may, by 
notification, appoint. 

(4) The Chairman or  any other member appointed under sub- 
section (3) shall be entitled to receive such fees for the performance 
of his duties under this Act as the State Government may prescribe.

(3) All questions coming before a meeting shall be decided by the 
voles of [he majority of members present and voting and in the c u e  of 
equality of vales, the person presiding shall have a second or casung 
vote.
