THE CHANCHAL COLLEGE (TAKING OVER 
OF MANAGEMENT) ACT, 1976. 

An Act ro seclrrt rlre proper ~nanagenrer~r of the itutituriot~. with a view 
toprot~~oritig edrrcotion. b i o ~ v ~ ~  as rite CI~arrclrnl College at Cfrancl~al, 
itr rfre dislrict of Mnlda, u t ~ d  ro rake overfortltar prrrpose fora l i t~~ i f cd  
period rhc t~ranagett~e~rr of rfre said instirrrriorr. 

WHEREAS it is expedienl lo securc Ihc proper management o l  Lhc 
institution, with a view lo promoting education. known as the Chanchal 
College at Chanchal, in   he district of Malda, and to take over for that 
purposc for a limited period h e  management of the said institution; 

I t  is hereby enacled in h e  Twcn~y-sevenlh Year of [he Rcpublic of 
India, by the Legislalure of W e s ~  Bengat, as follows:- 

1. This ACL may be called Ihc Chanchal College (Taking over of shon ~i t lc .  
Management) Act, 1976. 

2. In this Act, unless [he contcxt oihenvise requires,- Dcfini1ion.s. 

(a) "appoinled day" mcnns the date of publicarion of the order 
made under section 3; 

@) "the institution" means the propcny known as Chanchal 
Collcge at Chunchal, in the distric~ of Malda, together wilh 
the lands, buildings, erections and fixrures constituting the 
same and includes- 
(i) all fumirure, equipmenls, slores, monies and orher assers. 

(ii) all lecrurc rooms, laboralories. libraries, hosrels, 
boarding houses, etc., 

which immedialely before [he appointed day were held in 
connection with, or For the purpose of managemem of, the 
said College. 

3. (1) The State Govzrnmcnl may, by an order published in the Taking ovcr 

' Oficiol Garetfe. lake over Ulc managemem of [he ins~itu~ion and appoint fcr::%i; 
an officer no; below h e  rank of a Deputy Collec~or (hereinafter referred ' instirution. 
LO as the Administrator) for managing \he inslitulion in accordance with 
lhe provisions of this Act and the rules made thzrzundcr. 

(2) An order made under sub-secrion ( 1  ) shall remain in force For 
a period of three years from the dare of its publicallon in thc Oficial 
Gatene.

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4. With effcct horn the appoin~ed day- 

(i) the administra~or shnll hnvz all the powers of management 
in relntion lo the ins~ilutior~; 

(ii) all pcrsons exercising any powcr of managernenl in relalion 
10 [he insti~ution, immediately berore the appointed day, 
including the mcmbers of the governing body, shall cease 
to exercise such powers. 

5. The institulion shall remain under thc management of the Statc 
Governrnen~ for the period rcferrcd lo in sub-scclion (2) OF section 3 and 
shnll bc run for the purposes for which ir was bcing run immediately 
before thc appointed day and upon the expiry of the soid period the same 
shall rcvcri to the owners hereof. 

6. Thc S~nre govern men^ may appoint one or morc pcrsons to assist 
the Administrator in carrying oul his [unctions under [his Act. 

7. (1) Any person, w h w  

(a) having in his possession, custody or control any properly 
belonging to the institution, wrongfully withholds such 
properry from the Adminismator, or 

(b) wronghlly obtains possession of any property forming parl 
of the properly or ~ h c  insrilution, or 

(c) \~iIfuIly wilhhold~ or fails to produce lo any person 
aulhorised under this Act, any regisler, record or other 
docurncnt which may bc in his possession, custody or 
control. or 

(d) rails, withaut any reasonable cause, lo submit any accounts, 
books or alhcr documents when required to do so. 

shall be punishnble with imprisonment for a lerm which may extend 
to six months, or with Fine which may extend lo five hundred rupees, 
or with both. 

(2) All offences under [his section shalI bc cognizable. 

8. The Adrninibmlor shall have Ihe power to institute, defend 
or take part in, any suir or proceeding by or against the owners of the 
institution. 

9. (1) The State Govemmenr may, on the application made by the 
Administnlor in h i s  behalf, advance monies For [he purposc ofeficiently 
mnnuging the institution and all such monies shall be repayable with such 
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(2) Any money advanced undcr sub-section ( I )  shall, subjcct to Lhe 
prior paymenl of nlunicipal rates and any sum due to Government 
accouol of t.wcs or lees, be a first charge upon the propedies of the 
inslirulion. 

LO. The Srate Government may, if i l  is satisfied [ha1 it is necessary 
or expedient so to do, direct. by notification. that the operalion of all: 
contracts. assurances OF properly, agreemenls. sctllemen[s, awards, 
standing ordzrs or other instruments in force i n  relation to the insritu~ion 
immedialely before the appointed day, shall remain suspended and all 
righw. privilcges, obligations and liabilides accuring or arising thereundcr 
befort: the said date shall remain suspcnded or shall bc enforceable with 
such rnodificalions and in such manner as may be specified in such 
notification. 

11. A notificulion issued under section 10 shall have zffecr 
notwirhslanding anything to  he contrary con~ained in any other law, 
agreemen1 or instrument or any decree or order of any court. ~ribuml. 
officer or other aulhority. 

12. Any remedy for ~ h c  enforcement of any right, privilege, obliga~ion 
or liability referrcd to in seclion 10 and suspcnded or modified by a 
notification under thnl section shnll, in accordancc with the tcrms of the 
notificadon, remain suspended or modified, and all proceedings relaling 
thercto pending before any court. ~ribunal, officcr or other authority shall 
accordingly bc stayed or be continued subjcct to such rnodificalion so, 
howevcr, char on the notification ceasing to havc effececr- 

(a) any right, privilege, obligarion or liabili~y so suspended or 
modified stla11 revive and be enforceable as i f  the noriGcation 
had ncver been issuerl; and 

(b) any proceeding so stayed shnll be proceeded with subject 
to rhe provisions of any law which may then bc in force 
lrom the slage which had been reached whcn the proceeding 
was s~nycd. 

13. In cornpuling the  period of limitation for the znforccment of any 
right, privilege. obligalian or liability rcierred to in section 10, rhe period 
during which ii or rhc rcrnedy for thc enforce~nenl thereof wxs suspended, 
shall be excluded. 

14. No suit. prosecution or olher lcgat proceeding shnll lie against 
the Slate Govemment or the Administraror or any olher person ror 
anything which i s  in good faith done or intended 10 be done under this 
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Poicr lo 15. Tf any difficulry arises in giving effec~ to the provisions of this 
rtmovc 
dirhccrltics, ACI [he Slate Governmenr may lake such sreps or issue such orders not 

inconsis[cnt wilh [he provisions of lhis Act, as may be necessary for the 
removal of h e  difficulty. 

PO~WCC 10 16. (1) The Slate Govcmment may make rules for carrying out thc 
makc rulcs. purposes of this Acr. 

(2) I n  panicular, and wilhour prejudice lo the gcncralily o f  the 
foregoing power. such rules may provide for- 

(a) thc managernem of Ihe inslilution, 
(b) the terms and condiiions of service of the Administrator and 

orher persons appointed for carrying out the purposes of lhis 
Act, and 

(c) any othcr mailer which has to be, or may be, prescribed by 
rules.
