An Act to make betier provisions for the control, management and
maintenance of the institution known as the Netaji Nagar College,
Netaji Nagar, Regenr Park, Calcunig-40, with a view fo promoting
education and ra take over for that purpose for a limited period the
managemeni of all the propertics belonging ta the said insritution or
held for the benefit or use thereaf.

Wuereas it is expedient in the public interest to make betler provisions
for the control, management and maintenance of the instilution known as
the Netaji Nagar College, Netaji Nagar, Regent Park, Calcutta-40, with a
view [o promoting education and to take over for that purpose for aJimited
period the management of all the properties belonging to the said institution
or held for the benefit or use thereof;

It is hereby enacted in the Twenty-ninth Year of ihe Republic of
India, by the Legislature of West Bengal, as follows:—

1. This Act may be catled the Netaji Nagar College (Taking aver
of Management} Act, 1978.

2. In this Act, unless Lhe conlext otherwise requires,—

(a) “appointed day” means the fificenth day of February, one
thousand nine hundred and seventy-eight:

(b) “the institution™ means the Netaji Nagar College, Netaji
Nagar, Regem Park, Calculia-40, together with the lands,
buildings, erections and {ixtures constituting the same and
inciudes all furniture, equipments, stores, moneys and other
assels, and also all lecture rooms, laboratories and libraries
held or used in connection wilh, or as accessories (o, or as
adjuncts of, the said Netaji Nagar College.

3. (1) The State Government may, by an order published in the
Official Gazerre, take over the management and control of the institution.

{2) An order made under sub-section (1} shall remain in force for
a periad of *[four years) from the date of its publication in the Official
Gazetie.
