THE SREE BALARAM SEVA MANDIR
ACQUISITION ACT, 1978.

[31st August, 1978.)

An Acrt to make provision for betier management and maintenance of the
hospital known as Sree Balaram Seva Mandir, Khardal), 24-Parganas,
together with the dispensaries attached thereto with a view to the
promoetion of public health and to acquire for that purpose all the
properiies belonging to the said hospital or held for the benefit thereof.

WHEREAS it is expedient in the public interest 10 make provision for
beter management and maintenance of the hospital known as Sree
Balaram Seva Mandir, Khardah, 24-Parganas, together with the dis-
pensaries attached thereto with a view to the prometion of public health
and 1o acquire for that purpose all the propertics belonging lo the said
hospital or held for the benefit thereof;

1tis hereby enacted in the Twenty-ninth Year of the Republic of India,
by the Legislalure of West Bengal, as follows:—

1. This Actmay becalled the Sree Balaram Seva Mandir Acquisition
Acy, 1978,

2. Inihis Act, unless the context otherwise requires,—
(2} "court” means the courl of the Districl Judge, 24-Parganas;

(b) “the Hospital” means the Sree Balaram Seva Mandir at
Khardah in the district of 24-Parganas, together with all
lands, buildings. erections and fixtures appertaining therelo
and all furniture, equipments, steres and drugs and other
properligs used in connection with or as accessories to or
adjuncts of the said Sece Balaram Seva Mandir, which
immediately before the date on which this Act comes inlo
farce vested in the Srce Balaram Swasthaseva Sangha,
Khardah, 24-Parganas, a sociely registered under the
Societies Registration Act, [860;

(¢} “prescribed” means prescribed by rules made under this Act.

3. On and from the date on which this Act comes into force, the
right, title and interest in refation to the Hospital shall, by virtue of this
Act, stand transferred 1o, and vest absolutely in, the State Government
free [rom all trusts, encumbrances or liabililics.

(Section 4.}

Upon the vesting of the Hospital in the State Government,—

(1) all rights, powers, authorities and privileges in relation to the
Hospital and all documents relating thereto shall stand
transferred 1o the Stale Government;

{2) anyconiract whetherexpressorimplied, arotherarrangement,
whether under any statute or otherwise, orany order made by
any courl, in so far as it creates any encumbrance or liability
inrelation to the Hospital or any parl of it shali be deemed to
have terminated;

(3) nowwithstunding any judgement, decree or order of any court,
or any other authorily, ar anything contained in any law for
the time being in force, every person in whose possession or
custedy or under whose control the Hospital or any part of it
may be, shall forthwith deliver possession of the surne to the
State Government or Lo such person as the State Government
may appoint in this behalf;

{4) every person who has in his possession or under his custody
or contrel any books, decumenls or other papers relating 1o
the Hospital or any part of il shall be liable 10 account for
the said books, documents or other papers to the State
Governinent-or 10 such person as the State Government may
appoint in ihis behalf;

(5) allproperties locoted therein shall stand freed and discharged
from any wrust, obligation, mortgage, charge, lease or any
other encumbrance affecling the same and any judgement,
injunction or any decree or order of any court restricling the
use of any of such propenties in any snanrer whatsoever shill
be deemed to have been withdrawn;

(6) the State Government muay take or cause 1o be taken all
necessary sleps for acquiring possession of the Hospital or
any part of it;

(7) every persen who has been in employment in relation o
the Hospital or any parl of it shall, on ard [rom the date on
which this Act comes inlo force, be deewned to be re-
appointed as an employee of the State Government and shall
hold office on the same remuneration and on the same terms
and conditions as they had been before the dale of vesting and
shall continue to<loso until his employment is duly terminated
or until his remuneration or terms and condilions of
employment, as the case may be, are aitercd by the Siate
Government in the manner prescribed.

5. (1) The Stale Governmenl shall deposit in cash in court to the  Amountlo
credit of the Sree Balaram Swasthaseva Sangha, Khardah, 24-Parganas, an be puid.
amount equal to the sum of rupees five thousand, for the transfer to, and
vesting in, the Stale Government under section 3, of the Hospilal.

(2) Forthe avoidance of doubts itis hereby declared thar Uie liabilities
in relation to the Hospital or any part ol it accruing before the date of
coming inlo force of this Act shall be met from the amounl referred w in
sub-section (1).

(3) Inmeeting the liabilities of the Hospital or uny part of it which has
vesled in the State Government under seclion 3, the courl shall distribute
the amount referred to in sub-section (1) amongst the creditors of the
Hospital or any part of i1, whether secured on unsecured, in accordance
with their rights or inlerests and if there is any surplus left after such
distribution, the same shall be held by the court for the Sree Balaram
Swasthaseva Sangha, Khardah, 24-Parganas.

6. (1) Any person, who— Panally.

(a) having in his possession, custody or control any property
foriming part af the Hospital, wrongfully withhelds such
properly from the State Governmenl; or

(b) wrongfully obtains possession of any property forming part
of the Hospital which has vested in the State Government; or

(e) wilfully withholds or fails 10 furnish Lo the State Governmenl
any document which may be in his possession, custody or
conlral,

shall be punishable with imprisonment for a term which may extend Lo
two years or with fine which may extend to ten thousand nipees, or with
both:

Provided that the court irying any offence under this section may, at lie
time of convicting the accused person, order him to deliver up or refund,
within a time to be fixed by Lhe court, any property wrongfully withheld
or obtained or any document withheld or not furaished.

(2) No court shall take cognizance of an offence punishable under
this section except with the previgus sanction of the State Government
or an officer aulhorised by the State Government in this behalf.

7. The provisions of this Act shull have effect notwithstanding Act e
enything inconsistent therewith contained in any ather law for the time 2:;?&,5_

8. No suit, presecution or other legal proceeding shall lie against
the State Government or any of its officers or other employees for any-
thing which is in good faith done or intended to be done under this Act,

9. Ifanydifficulty arises in giving elfect1o the provisions of 1his Act
1he State Government may, by order, not inconsistent with the provisions
of this Act, remove such difficulty,

10. The Slate Govemment may make rules for carrying out the
purposes of this Act.
