An Act 10 provide for the reconstitution of the University of North
Bengal and for ceriain matters incidental thereto and connected
therewith.

Whereas it is expedient lo reconstitule the University of North !
Bengal o enable it to funclion more efficiently as a University encourag- !
ing and providing for instruction, teaching, lraining and research in
various branches of leaming and course af study, promoting advancement
and disseminaticn of knowledge and learning, and extending higher |
education, to meet lhe growing needs of saciety and lo make the !
constitution of various authorities or bodies of the University more "
democralic;

It is hereby enacted in Lhe Thirty-second Year of the Republic of
India, by the Legislaiure of West Bengal, as follows:—

CHAPTER I
Preliminary

Act;

(b) in relation Lo a college affiliasted 1o the University, a
Librarian, Deputy Librarian, Assisiant Librarian or
any other person discharging tie functions of a Librarian
on whole-time basis, by whatever name called,
appointed or recognized by the University or appointed
by such college; .

(12} “Minister” means the Minisler-in-charge of Higher Education
appointed as such by the Govemor;

{15) “Principal” means the head of a college or of an institution
by whalever name called;

(16} “professional college" means a University College or an
affiliated college in which instruction is provided primanly
for courses of study leading to any degree, diploma or
cerlificale of the University in any professional subjecl and
which is recognized under this Act as a professional
college; -

(17) “professainal subject” means any of the fallowing sub-
jects, namely, Law, Medicine, '[Dentstcy,] Engineering,
Teachers Training, Physical Education, Technology,
Joumalism, Management Studies, Agricullure or such
other subject os may be prescribed by Regulatians;

(18) “registered graduate” means a graduale registered under this
Act, at leas| three months prior to the date of election of
metnbers 1o the Court on application in the prescribed form
and on payment of u fec of one rupee:

Provided Lhat no person shall be eligible to be registered
under this Act unless he has graduated himself from the
University al least three years prior to the date of eleclion
of members o the Coun;

(19) “Statules”, “Ordinances”, “Regulations” and "Rules” mean,
respeclively, the Statutes, Ordinances, Regulations and Rules
of the University made under Lhis Act;

(20} “'Students’ Union” means,—

{(a) in refation lo the University, the Students’ Union
constluted in the manner prescribed, and

(b) in relation (0 an undergraduate college, the Studenls’
Union conslituted in the manner prescribed;

(21} “Teacher” means a Principal, Professor, Assistant Professor,
Reader, Leciurer, Demonstralor, Tutor, Instructor or any
other person appoinled or recognized as such by the
University, either whole-time or part-time, for the purpose
of imparling instruction or conducting research in the
University or appointed by an affilinted college or institution;

(22) “Teacher of Lhe University” means a Professor, Reader,
Lecturer or any other person, appointed or recognized as
such by the University, either whole-lime or part-time, for
the purpose of imparting instruction or conducling research
in the Untversity:

" Universily and the first members of the Court and the Executive Council,
and all persons who may hereafier become the Chancellor or the Vice-
Chanceller of the University or the members of the Court or the
Executive Council, so long as they continue ta hold such office or
membership, shall constitute a body corporate by the name of the

University al North Bengal.
(2) The University shall have perpetual succession and a
comman seal and shall sue and be sued by the name of the Universily

of North Bengal.

(17} to prescribe, subject 10 the provisions of this Act, the

constilution, powers and duties of the Boards of Studies,
Finance Commiltee and other bodies;

(1B} o prescribe the powers and duties of officers of the

= University;

{19) 1o prescribe, subject 1o Lthe provisions of this Act, the terms
and conditions of service, including the rules of conduct and
discipline, and the emoluments for all posts of Teachers and
other employees of the Universiy;

(20) to make provisions [or provident fund and other funds for
the employees of the Universily;

(21) to establish, mainlain and manage bostels and other places
of residence for the students, Teachers, Qfficers and other
employees ol lhe University:

(22) 10 recoznize hostels and other pluces of residence and
withdraw recoguition thereof;

(23) to prescribe, demand and receive fees, fines and other
charges;

(24} 10 provide for the supervision and conlrol of residence and
discipline of sludents of the University and lo make
arrungementls for promotion of their_health and general
wel fare;

(25) 1o conduct, co-ordinate, regulnde and control post-graduate
research work and leaching in the Universily, the constituent
and affiliated colleges and the instilutions recognized by the
University;

(26) to make grants to the National Cadet Corps and the Naticnal
Sacial Service [rom the University Fund;

(27) o enter inlo an agrecment with the Stale Government or
wilh the appraval of the Stale Government with uny other
Government or with any person, body or autharity for the
taking over by Lhe Universily of the management of any
college or institution, including its assets and habilities, or
for any other purpose not repugnant Lo the provisions of this
Act,

(28) to acquire. hold and dispose of property, movable and
immovable, and 10 make grants and advances (or furthering
any ol ils objects;

(29} 1o accepland administer gifls, endowmenits and benefactions,
for the [urtherance of any ol its objecls for the University
or on behall of any institution established by, affiliated 10,
or recognized by, the Universily;

(30) to institute awurds, fellowships, travelling fellowships,

scholarships, studentships, stipends, bursaries, exhibitions,
medals ond prizes;

(31) to accept granis [rom the Central or any State Government
or the University Grants Commission, and, with the appraval
of the Stale Government, 2so from other sources, to raise
loans, or to accept leans from the Central or the State
Govermment or the University Grants Commission and from
other sources:

Provided that raising ol ioans and acceplance of loans
from other sources shall require Lthe approval of the Stale
Government;

(2) Notwithstanding anything in sub-section (1), the territorial limits
of the University shall nol include any area which, far the time being,
is included wilhin the local hmits of jurisdiction of any other university
established by law within West Bengal,

(3) Notwithsianding anylhing conlained in sub-secuon (1), any college
or institution situated beyond the limits of any district referred (o in
clause (5) of section 2 may, with the sanclion of the State Government,
apply to the University {or affiliation and the Universily may, subject
lo such conditions and restrictions as it may with the approval of the
State Government think fit to impase, affiliate o ifself such college or
institution and admil the same 1o all the privileges of the University.

6. The Universily may delegate such of its powers as it may deem
expedient to any of the aumhorities constituted under section 16 or to any
of its officers, and, may at any time withdraw, at its discretion, any power
so delegated.

7. The following shall be the officers of the University:—

(ii) the Registrar,
(iii) the Finance Olficer, and

(iv) such other persons in the service of the University as the
University may declare to be officers of the Umiversity.

He shall, by virtue
ol his office, be a member and the Chairman of the Executive Council
and the Faculty Councils for post-graduale studies and also the Chairman
of any other authorily or body of the University of which he may be
a member. He shall also be enlitled 1o be present al and 1o address any
meeting of any other autherity or body of the University of which he

may not be a member, bul shall not be entilled to vate thereat,

(2} The Vice-Chancellor shull have the power to convene meelings
of the Courl, the Exccutive Council, the Faculty Councils for post-
graduate studies, the Councils for undergraduate studies and of any other
authority or body of the University.

(3) It shall be the duty of the Vice-Chancellor to ensure that the
pravisions of Lhis Act, and the Statutes, the Ordinances and the Regulalions,
are [aithfully observed, and Lo take such aclion as may be necessary for
Lthis purpose.

(4) The Vice-Chancellor shall have the power [o exercise general
control and supervision over all olher officers of the University and over
all Teachers and employees of the University and generally over all the
alfairs of the University.

(5) The Vice-Chancellor shall exercise such other powers and
discharge such other duties as may be delegated 1o him by any authority
or body of the University or as may be prescribed by Statules, Ordinances
or Regulalions,

(6} The Vice-Chanceller may 1ake on behalf of the University such
aclion as he may deem cxpedicent in any matter which, in his opinion,
is either urgent or of an emergent nature and shall report the same for
confirmation at the next meeting of the authority or body which in the
ordinary coursc, would have deall with the matter:

13. (1) The Finance Officer shall be a whale-time olficer of the
University. He shall be appointed by the Execulive Council on the
recommendation al 2 commiliee consisting of the Vice-Chancellor as
Chairman, a nominee of the Chancellor, two nominees of the Execulive
Cauncil and a nominee of the State Government,

(2) The Finance Officer may resign his office by wriling under his
hand addressed 1o the Vice-Chancellor,

(3) II the Finance Officer js for any reasonh lemperarily unable (o
exercise the powers or perform the duties of his office, the Vice-Chancellor
with the approval of the Execulive Council may appoinl a person
temporarily far a lolal period not exceeding six months Lo exercise the
powers and perform the duties of the Finance Officer.

14. (1) Subject 1o the supervision, divection and genery! control of
the Vice-Chancellor, the Finance Officer shall be in charge of the
administration of the funds, the finances and Lhe properties and asscts
of the University and of all lrusts and endowments; and he shall 1ake
special interest in aclivities, Lhat aim m raising funds for the purposes
of the University and augmenting the resources af the Universily.

(iv) Teachers nol being Principals of affiliated colleges,

() the rules and pracedure [or holding eleclions 1o the Court,
the Executive Council and other authorilies and bodies of
the Universily:
