AnAct io provide for regulating the enyployinent of unprotected worker
engaged in certain employments in West Bengal and for matters connected
therewith or incidenial therera,

WHEREAS it is expedient o regulate the employment of unprotected
waorkers, such as Mazdoor, Tindal, Loader, Godownman and similar other
workers, engaged in ceriain employments, 1o make better provision for
the terms and conditions of employment of such workers, to make
provision for ensuring the adequate supply and full and proper utilisation
of such workers in such employments. and to provide for the
establishment of Boards in respect of such employments for different
arcas of West Bengal;

It is hereby cenacted in the Thirly-second Year of the Republic of
India, by the Legislature of West Bengal, as follows:—

1. (1) This Acl may be called the West Bengal Mazdoor, Tindal,
Loader, Godownman and Other Workers (Regulation of Employment
and Welflare) Act, 1981.

(2) It extends to the whole of West Bengal.

(3) It shall come into forcc on such dale as the State Government
may by nolification appoint, and dilTerent dates may be appointed for
different areas or for different provisions of this Acl.

(4) It applies to the scheduled employments.

2. In this Act, unless there is anything repugnant in the subject or
contlext,— -
(1} "Advisory Committee” mcans the Advisory Commiliee
constiluted under seciion 16;

(2) “Board™ means a Board established under section 6;

(3) "contractor” in relation 1o an unprotecled worker means a
person who undertakes 1o execute any work for an
eslablishment by engaging such worker on hire or otherwise,
or who supplies such worker either in group or gang or as
individual, and includes a sub-contraclor, an agent, a sardar
or a nuinshi;

(9) “principal employer” mcans an employer who cngages
unprotecied workers by or through a contracior in any
scheduled employment;

(10) “prescribed” means prescribed by rules made under this Act;

(11) “scheduled employment” mcans any employment specificd
in the Schedule or any process or branch of work forming
part of such employment;

(12) “scheme” mcans a scheme made under this Act;

(13) “unprotécted worker™ mcans a worker engaged in any
scheduled employmunt;

'(14) “Wages” means all remuneration expressed in 1erms of
money or capable of heing so expressed which would, if the
terms of employment, express or implied, were [ulfilled, be
payable 10 an unprotecied worker in respeet of work done in
any scheduled employmeni, but docs nat include—

(i) the value of any house-accommodation, or of the
supply of light, waler, medical atiendance or other
amenity or of any service cxcluded from the
compulation ol wages by a general or special order of
the State Governmenl; :

(ii) any contribution paid by the employer (o any pension
fund or provident fund or under any scheme of social
insurance, and the inlerest which may have accrued
thereon;

(16) “year” means a period of (welve months beginning on the
1st day of April.

(d) for regulating the e¢mployment of registered unproiceled
workers, and the 1eoms and conditions of such employment,
. including the rales of wages, hours ol work, maternity benefit,
overlime payment, lcave with wages, gratuity, payment of
bonus after taking inlo consideration the provisions of the
Payment of Bonus Act, 1965 and conditions as 1o weekly 21 of 1965,
and other holidays and pay in respecl thereaf;

(e) Tor providing the lime within which the registered employers
shall remit Lo the Board the amount of wages payable to the
registered workers for the work donc by such workers; for
requiring such employers as, in the opinion of the Board,
make default in remitting the amount of such wages within

the employers to make good the amount of such deposit if at
any time such depaosit falls shortl of such average; and for
requiring such emplayers as persistently make default in
making such remillances within the time as aforesaid 1o pay
also, by way of penally a surcharge of such amount, not
exceeding ten per cemt. of the amount 1o be remitted, as the
Board may determine;

(F) for securing that in respect of the period during which
employment or full employment is not available to registered
unprotected workers available for work, such workers
receive, subject 1o the conditions of the scheme, a minimum
wages;

() far prohibiting, restricting or otherwise controlling the
employment of such unprotected workers by such employers
as to whom the scheme does not apply;

(h) for the welfare of registered unprotecled workers covered
by the scheme, in so far as satisfactory provision thereflor
does not exist, aparl [rom the scheme;

(t) for the health and safety measures in places where the
registered unprolecicd workers are engaged, in so far as
satisfactory provision 1herefor is required but does nol exist,
apart from the scheme;

() for the constiwtion of any fund including provident fund for
the benefit of regtstered unprolected workers, the vesting of
such fund. the payment and conlribution to such fund,
including, in so far as the provident fund is concerned, the

(k) for the manner in which, the day [rom which (either
prospeclive or retrospective), and the person or persons by
whom, the cost of operating Lthe scheme shall be defrayed;

(1) for constituting the authoritics which shall be responsible
for the administration’ o the scheme, and the fund referred
to in clause (j);

(m} [lor specifying the powers and duties which the authorilies
referred to in clause (1) shall exercise and perform; for
providing appeals and revision applications against the
decisions or orders ol such authoritics; and for deciding such
appeals and.revision applications and for matters incidental
thereto;

(n} lor such incidental or supplementary matters as may be
necessary or expedient for giving elfect 1o the purposes of
the scheme.

{3) A scheme may further provide that a conlravention of any
provision thereof shall be punishable wilh imprisonment for such lerm
as may be specified (but in no case exceeding six months in respect of 2
first contravention or one year in respect of any subseguent
contravention), or with line which may extend to such amount as may
be specified (bul in no case exceeding one thousand rupees in respect of
a first contravention or three thousand rupees in respect of any subsequent
conlravention), or with both imprisonment and line as aforesaid and, if
the contravention is continued alter conviclion, with a [urther fine which
may exicnd Lo two hundred rupees for cach day on which the
contravention is so continued.

4. The State Government may. aflcr consultation with the Advisory
Commiltee, by notification and subjcct to the condilion of previous
publication, make onc or more schemes lor any scheduled employment
or group of scheduled employments in onc or more areas specilied in
the notificalion, and may, in like manner, add (0. amend, vary or rescind
any such scheme or schemes;

Provided that no such notification shall come inio force unless a
pericd of one month has expired from the date of publication of the
notificalion:

(2) Every such Board shall be a bedy corporate with (he name
aforesaid, having perpelual succession and a commen seal, with power
Lo acquire, hold and dispose of properly and to contract and may, by that
name, suc and be sued,

(3) Every such Board shalf consist of members, nominatcd from
time 10 lime by the employers, 1he unprotecled workers and the Swale
Government, representing respectively the employers, the unprolecied
workers, and the Slate Government.

(4) The members represenling the employers and the unprotectled
workers shail be equal in number, and the imembers representing Lhe
Siate Governmenl shall not exceed anc-third of the total number of
members of a Board.

(5) The Chairman of a Board shall be appoinled by the Stawe
Government from amongst the members nominaled te represent the State
Governmenl.

{6) After nomination of all the members of 2 Board including the
Chairman, the State Governmenl xhall by nolification publish the names
af all thc members thereof.

(7) The term of office of the members of a Board other than the
members representing the Suate Government shall be such as may be
prescribed.

{8) The members representing the Siale Government on a Board
shall hold office during the pleasure of the State Government.

(91 The meetings of a Board and the procedure to be followed at
such meetings and all other matters supplemenitary or ancillary thereto
shall, subject to the approval of the State Government, be regulated by
the Board.

7. (1) Where by reason of the employers or the unprolected workers
in any scheduled employment refusing 10 nominate persons 1o represent
the employers or the unprotected workers, as the case may be, on 2
Board, or where for any reasons whalsoever, it appears to the Srate
Government that it is not possible 1o establish a Board for such scheduled
employment in accordance wilh the provisions of section 6, the State
Government may by notification appoint a person who shall, subject to
the provisions of sub-section (2}. hold affice until a Board is duly
constituled under that section for such scheduled employment.

(2) The person so appointed shall be deemed to constitute the Board
under section 6, and shall exercise all the powers and discharge all the
duties conferred and imposed on the Board by or under this Act. He
shall continue in officc until the day immediately preceding the date of
the first meeting of the Board us constituted under section 6.

{3) The person deemed to conslitute the Board shall receive such
remuncratien from the fund of the Board, and the terms and other
conditions of his service shall be such, as the Stale Government may
determine,

8. (1) A Board shall bc responsible for administering a scheme,
and shall exercise such powers and discharge such duties as may be
conferrcd and imposed on it by the scheme.

(3) Every Board shall submit ta the State Government, as soon as
may be after the |st day ol April every year and nol later than the 30th
day of September of that year, an annual report on the working of the
scheme during the preceding ycar.

24. Nathing contained in this Act shall affect the rights or privileges
al'whatever kind enjoyed by any registered unprotected worker, employed
in any scheduled coployment, on the date of coming into force ol this
Actunder any other law [or the Lime being in foree or under any contract,
cuslom or usage applicable W such worker, if such rights or privileges
are more [uvourable o him than the rights or privileges 10 which he
would be entitled under this Act or any scheme;

Provided thal no such worker shall be entitled to any correspoending
benefit under the provisions of this Acl or a schemce.

25. The State Governmept may, afer consuhing the Advisory
Committee, by notification exempl, subject 1o such conditions and [or
such period as may he specihcd in 1the notilication. (rom the operation
ol all or any ol the provisions of this Acg or any scheme any class of
unprotected workers employed inany scheduled employment or in any
establishment, 1l in the opinion of the State Govermment such unprolected
workers are in receipt of benelits not less Tavourable than the benelits
under this Acl or any scheme:

Provided that before any such notiliciadion is issued, the Siate
Governmeni shall, by a notice. published in the Official Gazene. of its
mlenlion Lo cxempl [rom the operation of all or any of the provisions of
lhis Acl or any scheme any class ol unprotected warkers as aforesaid,
invile objeclions and suggestions in respect therelo, and no such
nolification shall be issued until a peried of vne monlth bas expired from
the date of publication of the notice in the Official Gazetre and he
objections and suggestions. il any. received by it during such period
have been considered:

Provided further that the Siate Governmenl may, al any time, by
notification and for reasons 10 be specified therein, rescind any such
nulilication as aloresaid.

26. {1) The Siate Government may, al any lime. AppDinl any person
o investigale or inguire into the working ol any Board or scheme and
submirt a report o the State Government in this regard.

(2) The Board shall give 10 the person so appointed all facilities (or
the proper conduct ef the investigation or mquiry and fuenish o him
such documents. accounts or information in possession of the Board as
he may require.

(3) Any person appoinied o invesligale ar inquire into the working
of any Board or scheie shall exercise all the powers of an Inspector
appointed undey this Act.

27. (1) [f. on consideranon of the report under section 26 or
etherwise, the S1ale Government is of opinion—

(a) thal a Board is unabic o discharge its duties, or

{b) that « Board has persistently made defnult in the discharge
ol ils dulies or has cxcceded or abused i1s powers,

the State Covernment may by notification supersede the Board Tor such
period not exceeding twelve months as may be specified in the
notificalion:

Provided thal before issuing a notiftcation under this sub-section on
any of the grounds mentioned in clause (b) the State Government shall
give a reasenable opporlunity to the Board (o show cause why it should
not be superseded and shall consider the cxplanations and objections, if
any, of the Board.

(2} Upon the publication ol a notification under sub-section (1),—

{(#) al! the members of 1he Board shall, as from the date of such
publication, vacale their olfices as such members;

(b) all the powers and duties which may be exercised or
discharged by thc Board shall, during the pertod of
superscssion, be excreised or dischurged by the State
Governmenl or by such person as may be specified in the
natificalion;

(c) all funds and other property vested in the Board shall. during
the period of supersession, vest in Lhe State Government.

(3} On the expiration of the period of supresession specified in the
notification under sub-section (1), Stale Government may—

(a) exlend the period of supersession for such further period not
exceeding six monihs as i1 may consider necessary so
however that the aggregate period of supersession shall not
cxceed eighteen manths: or

(b) re-establish the Board in the manner provided in section 6.

28. Any contraci or agreemenl, whether made before or after the
commencement ol this Act, whereby a registered unprotecied worker
relinquishes or reduces any right conlerred on him, by, ot any privilege
or concession accruing to him under, this Act or any scheme shall be
void and of no effect in so far as it purports ta deprive him of such right
or privilege or concession,

29. The State Government, alter giving by notiltcation nol less than
1wo months’ notice of its inlention 5o 1o do, may, by like notification,
madify any employment specified in the Sehedule or add 1o the Schedule
any employment in respect of which it 1s of opinien thal the provisions
af this Act should apply, and thercupon the Schedule shall be deemed 10
he amended accordingly and the provisions of this Act shall apply 10
such employment as medified or added.

30. Save as otherwisc cxpressly provided in (his Acl, any person,
who contravencs any of the provisions of this Act or the rules made
thereunder, shall, on conviction, be punishable with [ine which may
exlend o one thousand rupces, and in the case of a conlinuing
contravention, with a further fine which may extend to lwo hundred
rupees per duy during which such contravention continues after the first
conviction.

31. No suit, prosecution or other legal proceeding shall lic againsi
the Stale Government or a Board or the Chairman or any other member
of a Board or of the Advisory Commillee. or an Inspeclor or any other
person, or any officer of a Board. lor anything which is in good [laith
done or intended 10 be done under this Act or the rules made thereunder
or under any scheme.

32. (1) The State Government may. subject (o the condition of
previous publication, by nolilicalion make rules for carrying out the
purposes of this Act.

(2} In particular and withoul prejudice o the generalily of Lhe
forcgoing power. such rules may provide for all or any of the matlers
which may be, or are required 10 be, presecribed.

33. Every scheme and every rule made under this Act shall be laid
beforc the State Legislature while il is in session for a Iotal period of
thirly days which may be comprised in onc session or in Lwo successive
sessions, and if, belore the expiry of (he session in which it is so laid or
the session immediately following, the Stale Legislature makes any
modilication in the scheme or the rule or dircets that the scheme or any
provision thereof or the rule should not be made, the scheme or such
pravision thereof ar the rule shall, from the dae of publicalion of a
notification in this behall, have elfect only in such modilted form or be
of no elfect, as the case may be, s, however, that any such modification
or annulment shall be wilhoul prejudice Lo the validity of anything
previously done or omitted to he done under that scheme or the provision
thereol or under thal rule, as the case may be.
