Preamble.—[Whereas it is expedient to make provision_for
the prevention of the leakage of question  set for recognised
examinations and for penal action for adoption of unfair means
at such examinations and for certain matters connected  there-

with;]3

And whereas the previous sanction of the Governor General
required by sub-section (3) of section 80-A of the Government
of India Act has been obtained for the passing of this Act ;

It is hereby enacted as follows —

1. (1) This Act may be called the [Madhya Pradesh}4
Recognized Fxaminations Act, 1937.

[(2) It extends to and shall be in force in the whole of
Madhya Pradesh.]”

2. In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires,—

(a) “criminal intmidatjon” shall have the meanjng
assigned to it 'n section 503 of Indian Penal Cods,
1860 (No. 45 of 1860) and the expression

«Crimirally intimidate’ shall be construed accord-
ingly ;

(b) “recognised examination” means any of ‘the exami-
nations enumerated in the - Schedule and includes
an examination held under the authority of any
Government or by any body constituted under any
enactment ; :

(¢} cynfair means” in relation to any recognised exa-
mination, means taking or giving or attempting
io take or give any help other than one permissible,

if any, under the rules applicable therefo from any
material, written, recorded or printed or from any

person in  any from whatsoever.]6

6. Notwithstanding anything contained. in the Code of
Criminal Procedure, 1973 (No. 2 of 1974), the offence undre
this Act shall be tried in a summary way by any juduicial magi-
strate of the first class specially empowered in this behalf by the
State Government and the provision of section 262 to 265 (both
inclusive) of the said Code, shall, as for as may be, apply to
such trial : -

Provided that in a case of conviction for any offence in a
summary trial under this section it shall be lawful  for the
Magistrate to pass a sentence of imprisonment for a term for
which such offence is punishable under the relevant section.}?

7. The State Government may, by notification add to,
or exclude from, the Schedule any examination.
