Bom.  WHEREAS it is expedient to amend the ¥ Prince of Walea Museam Aect, 1909, in the

ﬁf,:f manuer hereinafter appesriug ; It is hereby enacted as follows :—

1, This Act may be callod the Prince of Wales Meseum (Amending) Act, 1918, Sbost titl.

2, From the area comprised in the schedule to the Prince of Wales Museum Aot, o e -
1909 (lhereina&er reforred to as ** the said Act ), the following aresa shall be excluded, o
namely : — - .
All that piece or parce] of land containing by admeasurement 356352 squaro

yards, be the same a little more or less, of which 275-57 square yards are contained

between the outer side of the curve at the North-East angle of the boundary of the

site of the Prince of Wales Museum of Western India and lines tangential to the

exiremetios of the said curve, and the remainiug ares amounting to 83-95 square

yards is contained in an irregular figare projecting outwards from the taungential

line of the said curve which runs more or less parallel to Apollo Street, the whole

of the said piece or parcel of land with the boundaries thereof being delineated for

greater clearness on & plan signed by the Executive Engineer, Presidency District,

and a majority of the Trustees of the Prince of Wales Museum of Western India

and deposited with the Secretary to Government in the Geuneral Department.
