An Act to establish and incorporate an Agricultural University in the State of
Maharashtra, by the name of the Maharashtra Krishi Vidyapeeth.

WHEREAS, it is expedient to establish and incorporate an Agriculgural University .
in the State of Maharashtra, by the name of the Maharashtra Krishi Vidyapeeth, *
to provide better facilities for education in agriculture and allied matters, and in
particular for the development of agricultural sciences, and for matters connected
with the purposes aforesaid; It is hereby enacted in the Eightcenth Year of the
Republic of India as follows:—
