MAHARASHTRA ACT Ne. 3 OF 1987.1
[FHE MAHARASHTRA SURAKSHA DAL AcT, 1986)

[This Act received the assent of the Presidect on the 9th February 1987, assent
first published in Maharashtra Government Gazette, Part IV, Extraordmary, on the
12th day of February 1987.]

An Act to provide for the constitution and regulation of a Force called the Mah-
arashtra Suraksha Dal for the better protection and security of the premises of the
. Government, public sector undertakings, local authorities and banks situated in the
‘ _ State of Maharashtra.

WHEREAS it is expendient to constitute a security force called the Maharashtra
Suraksha Dal for the better protection and security of the premises of the Govern-
ment and the premises of the public sector undertakings, local authorities and banks
situated in the State of Maharashtra, It is hereby enacted in the Thirty-seventh Year
of the Republic of India as follows :—

1. () This Act may be called the Maharashtra Surakha Dal Act, 1986, Sht:rt t'rﬂ:l,

Provided that, for the pu_rf:ose of computing the period of six months under this
sub-section, the period required for obtaining the prior sanction of the State Govern-
ment under sub-section (4), shall be excluded.

(4) No court shall take éogniza.nce of any offence committed by any superior
officer or member of the Daf while acting or purporting to act in the discharge of
his official duty except with the prior sanction of the State Government.

25, (I) The State Government may, by notification in the Official Gazette,
and subject to the condition of previous publication, make rules not inconsistent
with this Act for carrying out the purposes of this Act.

(2) In particular, and without prejudice to the generality of the power to make
rules under sub-section (), the rules may provide for all or any of the following

or both Houses agree that the rule should not be made, and notify such decision
in the Official Gazette, the rule shall, from the date of publication of such notifi-

cation, have effect only in such modified form or be of no effect, as the case may

be; so, however, that any such modification or annulment shall be without prejudice
to the validity of anything previously done or omitted to be done under that rale. :
