An Act to provide for the composition of, the qualifications requisite
for appointment as members of, the Maharashtra Finance Commission,
the manner in which they shall be selected, their powers and matters
connected therewith or incidental thereto.

WHEREAS it is expedient to provide for the composition of, the
qualifications requisite for appointment as members of, the Maharashtra
Finance Commission, the maaner in which they shall be seiected, their
powers and for matters connected therewith or incidental thereto; It is
bereby enacted in the Forty-fifth year of the Republic of India as follows ;—

1. This Act may be called the Maharashtra Finance Commlsswn
{Miscellaneous Provisions) Act, 1994,

2. Inthis Act- _
(1} “ Chairman ” means the Chairman of the Commission;

(2) * Commission” means the Finance Commission constituted
by the Governor pursuant to clause (I) of Article 243-1 of
the Constitution.

3. The Commission shall consist of & Chairman and four other
members.

4. The Chairman of the Commission shall be an eminent serving or
retired civil servant well versed in Administration and Finance or a
person with experience in public affairs and the four other members
shali be selected from amongst persons who,—

(a) have special knowledge of the finances and accounts of
selectmnof Government; or

(b) have had wide experience in financial matters and in admini-
stration; or

(e) have special knowledge and experience about the local self-
Government in urban area; or

(d} have special kriowledge and experience about the local self-
Government in rural area :

Provided that ona of the members shall be a person who is holding

5. Before appointing a person to be the Chairman or a Member of
the Commission, the Governor shall satisfy himself that person will
have no such financial or other interest as is likely to affect prejudicially
his functions as the Chairman or a Member of the Commission; and the
Governor shall also satisfy himself from iime to time with respect to
every member of the Commission that he has no such interest and any

person who is, or whom the Governor proposes to appoeint to be, the

Chairman or 2 Member of the Commission shall, whenever required by
the Governor so to do, furnish to him such information as the Governor
considers necessary for the performance by him of his duties under this
section. '

6. A person shall be disqualified for being appointed as, or for being
as the Chairman or a Member of the Commission,—

(@) ifhe is of unsound mind ?(and stands so declared by a competent,
court};

{b) ifheis an undischarged insolvent;
(c) ifhe has been convicted of an offence involving moral turpitude;

{d) if he has, such financial or other interest as is likely to affect
prejudicially his functions as the Chairman or a Member of the
Commission.

7. The Chairman, and every Member of the Commission shail hold
office for such period as may be specified in the order of the Governor
appointing him, but shall be eligible for reappointment :

Provided that, he may, at any time, by writing under his hand
addressed to the Governor, resign his office.

8. The Chairman and the Members of the Commission shall render
whole time or part time service to the Cominission as the Governor
may, in each case, specify; and there shall be paid to the Chairman and
the Menibers of the Commisston such fees or salary and such aliowances
as the State Government may, by order, from time to time, determine,

9. (1) The Commissicn shall determine their procedure and in the
performance of their functions shall have all the powers of a civil court

under the Code of Civil Procedure, 1908 while trying a suit in respect of v of
