CHAPTER [-Preliminary

I. This Act may be called the Uttar Pradesh Gaon Pan-
chayats, Kshettra Samitis and Zila Parishads (Sanshodhan)
Adhiniyam, 1969.

Provided that any casual vacancy existing immediately before
the said date or arising thereafter in any such office shall be
filled in accordance” with the provisions of the amended Act.

11. The State Government, may for the purpose of removing
any difficulty arising in relation to the transition from the pro-
visions of the principal Act to the provisions of that Act as
amended by this Act, by order, as occasion requires, do anything

which appears to it to be necessary for the purpose of removing
the difficulty :

Provided that no such order shall be made after the expiration
of one year from the commencement of this Act.
