" STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS )
The Hon'ble Supreme Court has in its decision dated 24.09.98 in Criminal Appeal No. 308 of
1986 State of Gujrat & Others Vs Gujrat High Court directed that the prisoners who are emploved for
labour shall be paid remuneration therefor and a portion of such remuneration be paid 1o the deserving
vietims of the offence committed by such prisoners and recommended that the State Government may
make Jaw in this regard. Accordingly it has been decided to amend die Prisons Act, 1894 (Act no. 1X of
1894) in its application 1o Uttar Pradesh to provide for,~
{u} paymenl of remuneration to all convicted criminal prisoners employed fer kbour i o
prison :
(b} deduction of a portion of reimuneration not exceeding twenty per cent and its pay:ment to
the deserving vietims as compensation ;
fej ereation of a conumon fund for credit of ammount be deducted and its operation.
The Prisons (Uttar Pradesh Aiendment) Bill, 2002 is introduced accordingly.
