WHEREAS it is expedient to amend the Transfer of Property Act, 1882, and the
Indian Registration Act, 1908, in their application to the Province of Bombay for
the purposes hereinafter appearing ; It is hereby enscted as follows :—

1. This Act may be called the Transfer of Property and the Indian Registration sport title.

2. This Act shall apply to notices in respect of suits or proce ings which relate
to immovable properties situate wholly or partly in 3[the Greater Bombay] with
effoct from such date as msy be directed by the Provincial Government in this
behalf by notification in the Qffcial Gazetle : :
