An Act to abolish eertain special land ienures prevailing in the Kaira, Broach,
Surat and Thana Disiricis of the State of Bombay.

WHEREAS certain villages in the Kaira, Svrat ard Thana districts of the Stste of
Bombay are l-able to the payment of & fixed and immutable assessment known as
h Udhad Bandhijaraa or Bardhijama or Judi ard there is & right on the part of the
helders of land in the said villages in Hmitation of the right of the State Government
Bom. 1o assers the land to land revenue in accordarce with the provisions of the Bombay

AND WHEREAS certain lands in the Surat District are’held on partial exemption
from payment of land revenne on Udhad tenure ;

AND WHEREAS certain lands in the Broach distriet known as Ugadia lands are

held on payment to the State Government of a fixed and immutable aseessment and

there is a right on tke part of the holders of such land in limitation of the right of the

State Government to assess such lands to land revenue in accordance with the provi-
Bom. Sions of the Bombay Lard Revenue Code, 1879, in consequence of a specific.limit to
Vof  sssesement having been established and preserved ;

AND WHEREAS it is expedient in the public interest to abolish the tenure on
which the said villages and Udhad and Ugadia lands are hold, to extinguish the
aforessid right of holders thereof and to provide for matters consequential thereto ;

Tt is hereby enacted in the Tenth Year of the Republic of India as follows :—

1. (I) This Act may be ca'lled‘ the Bombay Bandhijama, Udhad and Ugadia sborttitls,
