WHEREAS, having regard to the economic and social backwardness of the Tribals
owing to the geographical and social isolation in which they have lived hitherto, .
it is considered necessary to bring about within as short a time as possible an effective t
improvement in the economic condition of the Tribals:

AND WHEREAS one of the measures to bring about such effective economic
improvement was to protect them from exploitation by certain unscrupulous elcments
in socicty by making any lending made before the commencement of the Maharashtre,
