In order to overcome certain practical difficulties in
implementation of the provisions of +he Andhra Pradesh
Farmers Management of Irrigation Systems Act, 1997, Govern-
ment have decided to amend the said Act suitably.

The salient featuras of the Bill are as follows:-

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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

In pursuance of the Andhra Pradesh Farmers Management of
Irrigation Systems Act, 1997 (Act 11 of 1997), about 10,292 Water User™s
Associations were constituled and elections were held an 17-6-1997 1o bring
into office the democratically elected Managing Cownmittees of these Water
Users Associations. Further 172 Distributary Committees far the Major
Projecis in the State were also constituted and efections were held in
November, 1997,

After the completion of the first tenure of 5 (five) years, the Govern-
ment have reviewed the performance of these bodies and abserved that while
thc Water User’s Associalions programme has been successful by and large
in achieving the basic cbjective of involving the farmers in the Management
of the Irrigation Systems, certain deficiencies in its working have been no-
ticed. Therefore, the Government decided 1o effect certain changes in the
set-up of these organisations before conducting elections during the year
2002. Inthis direction, it is proposed lo carryout certain changes in the present
set-up of the Water User’s Associations with the objective of achieving a
more broad based and transparent Farmers Organisations to make them more
effective instrument of farmer’s participation in integrated water manage-
ment and improving the agricultural produciivity.

To achicve the above objective, it has become necéssa.ry to amend
varrious provisions of the Andhra Pradesh Farmers Management of [riga-
tion Systems Act, 1997 (Act 11 of 1997) suitably.

The salient features of the Bill arc as follows :-

(i) The Managing Committees of each Water Users Assoclation shall
consist of territorial members of six in the case of Minor Irrigation
Systern and of twelve in the cases of Major and Medium Imigation
Systemn, whose term shall be six years and it shall be a continucus
body with one third members retiring every two years and their term
of retirement at the first election shall be decided by drawal of lois ;
