1. (1) This Act may be called the Andhra Pradesh
Buildings(L ease, Rent and Eviction) Control (Amendment) Act,
2005.

(2) It shall come into force on such date asthe State
Government may, by natification, appoint.

2. Inthe Andhra Pradesh Buildings (L ease, Rent and

after hisretirement, hemay, at any time, withinaperiod of one
year beforethe date of hisretirement, apply to the Court for
recovering immediate possession of such premises.

(3) Wherethelandlord referred toin sub-section (1) or
sub-section (2) haslet out more than one premises, it shall be
open to him, his spouse or his dependent son or daughter to
make an application under that sub-section in respect of only
oneof the premiseschosen by him.

Explanation : For the purpose of thissection, “armed
forces” meansan armed force of the Union constituted under
anAct of Parliament and includesamember of the policeforce
asdefined under the AndhraPradesh Membersof Police Force
(Regulation of Transfers) Act, 1985.
